BENJAMIN G. BRANTLY

Farmer & Cotton Planter

Arcadia, La

Mr. Brantly is a successful planter of Bienville Parish, and it is, perhaps, not to be wondered at that he should devote himself to agricultural pursuits, for, in looking back over the career of his ancestors, we find that the majority of them were honest tillers of the soil. Mr. Brantly is the owner of 240 acres of land situated four and a half miles from Arcadia, and everything about the place indicates to the beholder that a firm hand is at the helm. 

Mr. Brantly is a native of Georgia, born January 7, 1839, and his parents, Larkin and Malinda (Miller) Brantly, were natives also of that State, the former born about 1806, and the latter in 1810.  The father can remember the War of 1812, and was called on to defend his home against the Indians.  The mother died when about fifty -eight years of age.  Of the twelve children born to their union eight are now living, and are named in order of birth, as follows: 
      Martha J. resides in Webster Parish, La., and is the Wife of C.

Turner, a farmer), Rebecca (resides in Collin County, Tex., and is the wife of William Torner, a planter), Cynthia E (resides in Webster Parish, La., and was the widow of Mr. M. Miller, deceased, who was a planter by occupation),

Frances (resides in Collin County, Tex and is the wife of a planter by the

name of Miller)  Benjamin G., Mary (resides also in Collin County Tex., and is

the wife of Josiah Miller, who is a planter and county official), W. D.

(married and engaged in farming in C]aiborne Parish, La.) Joseph H. (who

resides in Fayette County, Tex, is married, and is a farmer, carpenter and

joiner by pursuit).  Those deceased are: Philip (who died - A the age of

twentv-four), Levenia (died at the age forty-two years), Amanda (died at the

age eight years) and Ophelia (whose death occurred when about four years of

age).  

In addition to a common school education, Benjamin G. Brantly took a ten months' course in Minden Academy and this has fitted him for the practical life he has since led,  When twenty years of age he began for himself as a tiller of the soil, and worked for his or two years, at the end of which time he enlisted a Wimberly's cavalry, which acted as a provost guard and Courier of the general's escort.  They were sent to Grand Junction, remained there two

weeks, and then were ordered to Corinth where they participated in both battles.  After being in Southern Mississippi for some time, they were engaged in the battle of Courtland, raid of West Tennessee, and in a great deal of fighting along the route. Mr.. Brantly was present and saw his command kill Col. Hogg, of the Union army. Mr. Brantly was at Atlanta and in the general siege. He acted as courier to Gens. Crosby, Jackson, Johnson, Hood and

Walthal1, and it was a very dangerous position to fill. During his entire army service Mr. Brantly was never wounded or captured, but the terrible privations he underwent for the bare necessities of life would fill a volume.  Mr. Brantly was always on hand for work, and the only time he missed was when he was sick for eight months in Mississippi. His company was sent from Atlanta, Ga., to Vicksburg, Miss., to intercept the Union pickets, and many hairbreath escapes can Mr. Brantly enumerate, but he was never wounded. Gen Hood then took all cavalry troops and endeavored to go to Nashville, Tenn., and Mr. Brantly was in the deadly engagement at Franklin, where he found it almost impossible to prevent his horse from treading on the dead and wounded as he rode over the field.  His company returned to Mississippi, and while there heard of the surrender of Gen. Lee.  As soon as he received his parole, he, with the rest of the soldier boys, came home, and found what be had accumulated in the two years before the war was all gone. He then had to start at the beginning again. 

In 1861 Mr. Brantly was married to Miss Burnet, a native of Louisiana, and to this union was born one child Mattie, whose birth occurred in March; 1862.  She is now residing in Bienville Parish, and is the wife of E. P. Youngblood.  Mr. Brantly lost his wife March 29, 1862, and January 9, 1867, he was married to Miss Tallula Adelia Buys, a native of Georgia, born September 28,1844. Mrs. Brantly received a fine education in Mount Lebanon University, and is a lady known far and near fur her benevolent and humane spirit. Mr. Brantly's second marriage resulted in the birth of five children~three daughters and two sons: Alice (resides in Bienville Parish, and is the wife of S. W. Anders, who is a native of Louisiana, and a cotton planter by pursuit), Joseph B. (resides in Fayette County, Tex., and is a carpenter and joiner by trade, although in connection he also carries on farming), Philip (eighteen years of age, is attending Arcadia College), Maggie Myrtle (aged thirteen), and Isora Kate (aged eleven years).  

Mrs. Brantly's father, James Buys, was a native of Alabama, and a physician

and surgeon, also a Baptist minister; he died in 1867. The mother, whose

maiden name was Rachel MeEver, was a native of Georgia.  She is also deceased,

having passed away in 1886. 

Mr. Brantly and wife and family are members of the Missionary Baptist Church,

and are earnest workers in the Sunday-school.

Correspondence--

There was a suit filed in Union Parish, LA on 30 JUL 1846 by one John Ellis against Lewis H. Brantley.  In the document it states that Lewis H. Brantley is also a resident of Union Parish, LA and that James was the father of Lewis H. Brantley and that James Brantley had signed a promissory note on 24 NOV 1843 obligating him to John Ellis that would be due on the 1st day of Jan 1846 for $225.00 with ten percent interest and that James signed the document with his mark and that the document was witnessed by one Reason Woobley (sp) and that James has since died  leaving a considerable amount of property and that Lewis H. Brantley had taken possession of said property without a succession and that more than 12 months had passed since James died and he was wanting Lewis H. Brantley to be responsible for said debt.   

 

If this is correct that would put James to have died sometime after November 1843 and before April 1846.    Since he stated he had been deceased over 12 months that would make it about 1844-1845.    The property could have been in another parish and was having to be filed in Union (although Lewis H. appeared on the 1850 census for Union County, AR (which borders Union Parish).   If you do not have a copy of this document I will be happy to forward the same.

Ok Ruth, here we go.  Please understand that this is just my opinion and is not exactly proven, although we are approaching almost a preponderance  of evidence with this hypothesis.   I want to know the facts and it is obvious you do too.  This issue, could be touché with some folks, so I would advise you to be cautious with what I am about to say here.  Here are the facts.

I have searched high and low for a white Robert or Edward Brantley or any name combination thereof  who should have appeared in the 1850 and 1860 census.  There is none to be found.  Sometimes, a person is missed by census takers, but for that to happen twice in a row, is extremely unusual.  I though he may have lost his father when he was young and taken into the household of another man who married his mother.  This happens sometimes and the children take on the name of the step father.  When they get older, they realize that their name should be as their father’s and they start using it.  This could explain Robert Edward’s situation.  It is possible, as we cannot disprove it.   There was several things though that directed me after my first year of research to consider him as a mulatto man and I may have indicated that I was leaning that way, even back then, although you reported  nothing of this supposition.  I do not recall all the things that sent me there, but the fact of him not appearing, in a white census neither in 1850 or 60 or 70 may have been one item that lead me there.  Then when we do find him in 1880, he is the sole Brantley in this  area of Louisiana.  Why?  This is unusual.  People usually tracked with relatives.  There is no sign of his tie to anybody there until he met Emily.  Another issue, was that he came from Brantley Alabama.  This really got my attention.  There are actually 2 Brantley Alabama’s.  One is in present-day Crenshaw County and another is in Dallas County, near Selma.  The one in Dallas county is hardly a spot in the road now, but there is some unusual history associated with it.  The settlement was once owned by General John Brantley.  We have published several  articles   on him and his sons  to our ambassadors.  The General was the son of Rev war soldier Thomas Brantley who died there in 1822.  John got his General commission as a participate in the Indian Wars in Florida in the 1830s according to researchers.   The General was worth $250,000 according to the 1860 census, much in the value of his slaves, but died only a few years later and his estate was rendered as “insolvent”.  I read some articles and interviewed a most astute and learned descendant who, as his mother, descended from the General.   We learned that the General called his slaves together and told them that he wanted to set them free.  It seems that he did not feel like he could obtain emancipation  for all of them.  He told the others that they could stay or leave for the north if they liked.  Several of these did and apparently went north.  I met a black Kyle Brantley (by phone) in about 1987 who descended from a Brantley family who was freed by their slave master, John Brantley, prior to the Civil war and fled north.   Kyle was a flight instructor then and now is a airline captain.  I ran him down about 5 years ago and told him of additional information I had obtained and the possibility of him being a actual descendant of the General.  I sent him the information and he has never responded to me.  It seems like it was a sensitive subject with him.  He may have been afraid that I would published the story and it could be offensive to members of his family.  

The reason that I told him that was because when I interviewed the (astute) descendant mentioned above, he said that his mother was raised in the vicinity of Selma and remembered on occasions that these light complexioned     black Brantleys from New York would come visiting.  He said that his mother said that it was understood they were relatives.   The General was a highly respected man of Selma.  A hotel was renovated  a few years ago there that he build and was called then the Brantley Hotel.  The General surely was not guilty of sleeping with his slaves, but he had at least one son who was certainly capable.  He was John Brantley Jr. (b 1825).  He later married a hussy named Minerva.  He is believed to have killed a man and was later murdered, himself, by his wife, Minerva, and her boy friend.   Another son was Wm Minter Brantley (b 1828) we know little of him. He died in the Civil War.  Two other sons were George and Henry S Brantley.  Neither of these ever married and we know that, at least  one, Henry, was a little flakey.   I think the General released many of the slaves, because he knew they were carrying his blood and knew no other way to help rectify the situation.  He gave up much of his wealth to assure their freedom.  It is true that  he was a supporter of the Confederacy and invested heavily in the Confederate currency too, but slavery had got to him in his old age, perhaps because of the mixing of his own blood.  There is a article of a black David? Brantley who resided in CA in the 1940s who was 108 years old.  In an interview, he too told of the General Brantley who freed him.   He said “I guess I’ll be seeing the old General soon now” in the interview.  He died within the year.

You see where I am going here.  I could be off, but too much is now in place to ignore my hypothesis that Robert was a descendant of the family near Selma and went to another part of the Country to pass himself off as a white.  This plan was implemented by many mulattos of the late 19th and early 20th century.   It would have been easy in the area of New Iberia as there we many immigrants and even easier in California, for the same reason.  

Here are facts to consider.

The only Henshaw to this part of Louisiana was Ashbel B Henshaw ( born Vermont ca 1807).  He was in New Iberia LA in 1860 and showed his estate to be worth $25,000; a fortune at the time.   Ashbel was also shown on the Slave schedule to be the owner of 75 slaves in nearby Catahoula Par, Louisiana.  Among them were, 2 females age 8.   Of course the names are not shown.  We observe in 1860 that Ashbel has NO daughters in his household, so Emily is not a daughter, at least by a wife of his.  

In 1870, there is only one Henshaw in New Iberia.  She is Emily Henshaw, age 18.  She is shown as a mulatto and her occupation is that of a “school mistress”.   (See attachment)

Robert  is NOT to be found in Louisiana.  We do observe a Robert Brantley, black, listed in Dallas CO,AL, age approx. 30.  He is only   10 doors away from Henry S Brantley, son of the General, who is white, but has only blacks in his household.   We also see 2 doors further down, the black by the name of Abner Brantley.  (See attachments)

This Robert is gone from here in 1880, but we find Robert and Emily in New Iberia, LA with their children, showing the first as Jackson, age 9.   Emily is listed as “white” and is identified by occupation as a “teacher”. (see attachment)

Now you tell me that you have an uncle in this family that was “black”.  

The following is my opinion.  I think Emily was the slave and possible descendant Ashbel B. Henshaw.

She married Robert E. Brantley, who may have been mulatto, himself and they attempted to pass themselves off as white.  Since Emily, was already known to some as a mulatto, they elected to move to California where they were successful in living as white persons.

Whether I am right or not about Robert can be questioned, but there is little room for argument with regard to Emily.  She has to be the mulatto, Emily,  shown in New Iberia in 1870.   With the names of Ashbel Henshaw and the name Abner, as children, the claim to  Brantley Alabama and the interracial mixing there, it is pretty obvious that my supposition here is a creditable hypothesis.
