The following extract of a letter from our esteemed brother, Tho. D. Armstrong, now in Alabama, will be read with interest by our readers generally, and particularly by those in Chatham, and neighboring counties in this State. We shall be pleased to hear from Brother Armstrong again.



Editor

....Time, paper, and prudence admonish me to desist. I shall close by giving you a short account of the death of brother James Brantly. He was a member of May's chapel church in Chatham county, N.C.; left there in 1832; lived in this county until last fall - was a deacon of one of my churches, and it seemed that if there ever was any person that was beloved by every member, he was the man; and I can say with propriety, that he was --- good report from without. I came to him when I came to this county, and can truly say, to me, he was a friend in need and a brother indeed. But benevolent men have to die. Abraham, the friend of God is dead; and Brantly, the friend of God, and of his poor ministers, is also dead. He moved from the county to Mississippi last fall, and died the 12th of last month (June.) From the time he was taken ill, he said he was going to die - commenced talking of the goodness of God, and commenting on the Scriptures. He told his family for him to live was Christ, but to die was his eternal gain. The day before he died, he sang with an audible voice two hymns, the one which commences 'Am I a soldier of the cross," &c. - the other, which commences, "Why should we mourn departing friends or shake at death's alarms," &c. and sung them both through. A few hours before he died, he called his children around his bed, took them each by the hand, and bid them farewell. He continued in his sense to the last moment. A few moments before he died, he exclaimed, "Let me die the death of the righteous, and let may last end by as his,' &c. He lived the life of the righteous, and no doubt but he died the death. I close by asking your prayers, my brother, in behalf of his distressed widowed wife and orphan children.

Message from Charles Binford 2003

Ken:

In light of our recent discussion, I thought you might be interested in receiving the  transcribed notes attributed to my great-grandmother, Saleta Brantley Binford. As I understand it, the following was transcribed by one of Saleta's daughters, Louise Binford Oppenheimer based on conversations with her mother.

"My father was John Harrison Brantley, born in Putnam County, Georgia, and the middle one of eleven children. Five of his brothers grew to manhood. These were William (I do not recall his middle name); Henry, who was called 'Hal'; Hilliard Askew, who died at 17; Jonathan Thomas, who had a large family and raised four of 16 children; and Green, who married and left one son.

There were three sisters who lived to be grown. The oldest, named Mary, was always called Polly. She married a rich man named Perry, but only lived four years after that. She left two sons, John Brantley Perry and William (Billy) Askew Perry. Both died in the War Between the North and South. John left two children, Mary and Billy, but Billy Askew never married. He was killed in the Battle of Shiloh or the Battle of Fishing Creek. I've forgotten which.

My father's next sister was Nancy Ann, named for her mother, but always called Ann. She married a Mr. Robert Boyd, a school teacher, and raised three children. Of these children, Frances was first married to a man who died from measles contracted in camp. Robert Boyd, Aunt Ann's oldest son, lived to be about 70 years of age and was at one time comfortably well-to-do. He lived near Tyler and had a family of three or four, but I know nothing more of him. Aunt Ann's youngest boy, who was partly raised by my father, was named Romanta Packanett; my birthday was February 10 and his, February 13. He wrote to me several times three or four years ago (before 1930) while he was living at Rosebud with his fourth wife. He raised four children, all girls, I believe. All had married, but I do not know their names.

Eliza was my father's youngest sister, and she married twice. Her first husband was a splendid man named Thomason. When he died, he left her in good circumstances and with five children. The oldest was a girl named Jennie; the next William B., or Billy; and after that Ulissus (Ulysses?). Both of these boys were in the war and were killed. The next boy was Albert, and the youngest was Burton. These younger children lived with us until Eliza's husband, Jim Siddon, got so he could give them a home. He had been a Confederate soldier, also, but was County Surveyor for Holmes County, Miss., many years before the war.

My paternal grandmother was Nancy Ann Askew who married William Brantley. Her bothers were Henry Askew and Luke Askew. All of them were natives of Virginia who left there and went to Georgia.

The brothers thought the land poor in Georgia and, so, after only one year they moved to Alabama and bought land near where the Tombigby River flows into the Alabama River. (check Clarke Co.). There my grandparents, William and Nancy Ann (Askew) Brantley, lived and there he died." (check Dallas Co., also, for Alabama records. Nancy Ann appears to have moved to Mississippi where she is shown on the 1860 census rolls as a member of the household of her son, John Harrison Brantley, with her age given as 76. This would make her birth date circa 1784. She would have been 29 when John Harrison, who would be Seleta's father, was born in 1813).

                                      Goodspeed History of Lincoln Co, AR
E. S. Ellis, partner of the firm of Ellis & Atkinson, leading merchants of Star City, Lincoln County, Ark. Truly do poets and writer in general dwell long and enthusiastically upon the “lives of great men” who leave behind them “footprints on the sand of time”. And to this class belongs he whose name heads this sketch. he was born in the State of Georgia in the year 1838, and is a son of William and Zilphia (Bryant) Ellis, both of whom were born and raised in north Carolina and married there. Soon after their marriage they moved to Georgia, location in Houston County on a farm, and 1842 they emigrated to Mississippi, settling in Holmes County, where the widowed mother is still living. To them were born eight children, five of whom are living at the present time. E. S. is the second child of the family, and received his early training in Holmes County, Miss. just after reaching manhood’s estate he enlisted in the Civil War, Company A, Thirty-eighth Mississippi Regiment. At the battle of Corinth, Miss., Mr. Ellis was shot through the left limb by a minie-ball, and the wound proved very severe, resulting, in fact, in the amputation of the limb . This was done by the Federal, who had captured him, and when well enough to leave hospital they gave hi a pass through the Federal line in order that he might return home. Upon reaching Holmes county he completed his education with a view to teaching, and after two years opened a family grocery. In 1869 he emigrated to Arkansas, location in what is now Lincoln County, where he taught school at Branchville until 1871. In that same year he moved to Tyro, in the same county, teaching at that point until 1872, at which time he moved to Branchville, where he again entered into the commercial business. In 1875 Mr. Ellis came to Star City, and sold goods for Mr. J. H. Crawford until such time as he was elected treasurer of Lincoln County in 1876, and re-elected in 1978. In the meantime he commenced a flourishing family grocery business of his own, and afterward bought on interest in the firm now known as Ellis & Atkinson, dry goods. Mr. Ellis married Miss Millie Brantley of Mississippi. She was born in 1840, dying in 1881 Of this union was born one daughter, Kitty, a very accomplished and beautiful young lady. In 1885 the subject of this sketch married Mrs. Bettie M. Owens, daughter of Alsey Atkinson, and widow of R. Owens. Mr. and Mrs. Ellis are devout and faithful members of the Baptist Church, and he belongs to the K. of H. He is senior member of the firm of Ellis & Atkinson. 
Most of these records were transcribed before 1995.There are many spelling errors, many made by the original clerks, but others made during layers of transcriptions. Only a small percentage of these records herein were transcribe from the original clerk entries.  If the record is important to you, I recommend reviewing the original document.  





Many of these entries do not have sources.  Some were transcribe from other’s notes which carried no source and yet others were just plain lost.
