Elizabeth Brantley was is the will of William Amason as his daughter in 1793 in Edgecombe County.  Marmaduke is in Cheraw County (later discontinued)in 1790, and  Marlboro County in 1800 and 1810.  Johnathan Brantley and Duke were the only Brantleys here in 1810. Jonathan & Warren are sole Brantleys here in 1820.  He (Duke) had several daughters and at least 3 sons.  He is not found after 1810.  Sons appear to be; Jonathan, Warren and Gates Brantley.
