That same year, local residents buried prominent planter, Mason and school superintendent William J. Brantley here on one acre donated by Pleasant Tannehill to Masonic Lodge No. 165. Adjoining land was set aside for the interment of a girl, named Ward, who could not be buried in the Masons' Cemetery. The two adjacent burial grounds eventually joined, and further donations of land by Nathaniel Pope Coleman (1823-1888), Joseph Marion la Rue (1825-1887) and Joseph Thomas la Rue (1864-1930) added to what is now known as the pioneer section of this cemetery. An association established in 1922 bought an additional 12 acres from Matthias E. Richardson, Jr. (1850-1919), designating the front portion as a park. A trust initiated in 1959 by Sid Williams Richardson (1891-1959) continues to help fund the site's upkeep.  A Very Weak Case  Made  Out  Against

    The case of the state of  Texas vs. Rose

Brantley, indicted for murder for the killing

of  Red Smith, was called in  the  criminal 

district  court  yesterday  morning.     Both 

sides announced ready for trial and a jury.

was secured during the morning hours.

Red  Smith  and  William  Brantley  quar- 

reled at Brantley’s saloon in the first ward

two months ago.  Smith was worsted and 

withdrew  from the  saloon  saying:  “I will 

get my 6-shooter and come back here and

smoke you and your boosters out.”
  Red was as good as his word. He secured 

a big pistol and returned at once to Brantl-

ley’s saloon.  Brantley  was  prepared  for

him and when Red stepped inside the  sa-

loon the fun began. Brantley turned loose

a shotgun and missed his man. Red closed 

in on Brantley, and believing the life of her

husband in  jeopardy.  Rose Brantley shot 

and killed Smith  from behind. The grand 

jury indicted  Brantley  for  aggravated  as-

sault  and  the  woman  for  murder.   He 

was released on bond and his wife has been
an inmate of the county  jail  since the  de-

mise of Smith.

   The state  failed  to  make  out  a  case

Against Mrs. Brantley.  All the witnesses

testified strongly in her favor. It was shown

that Smith had made threats  against  the

life of Brantley,  had armed himself  and

visited  the saloon of the  latter to do him

bodily injury  and  perhaps  take  his  life. 

At the  night session the  county attorney 

asked  the court  to instruct the jury to re-

turn  a  verdict of  “not guilty”  and  Rose 
Brantley walked out of the courtroom a 
free woman.

  It is likely that the aggravated assault

case pending against Brantley will be did-

missed
